2010 bylaws and tournament proposals
Proposal by Ken Lindberg

Bylaws Article 2 sec.4 to be removed 
Section 4: Associate Member Qualifications and Dues

1. To become an associate member, an individual must meet the following requirements

A. Express an interest in membership

B. Pay annual dues of $10.00, which are due before December 1st of each year.

C. Be recommended by a member in good standing

       2     The associate membership is available to anyone that wants to follow and keep current with club member’s accomplishments and functions of the Shawnee Mission Bassmasters.  However an associate member does not have club voting rights, insurance coverage through B.A.S.S or any of the general membership benefits or membership requirements.
Proposal by Ken Lindberg
Tournament Rules #7 Paragraph 3 – 1st sentence, paragraph 4 – 1st sentence, and paragraph 6 to be removed

(#7 para.3- 1st sentence) Set the Classic to ten anglers.  Eight to be determined by total weight for the year plus the two wildcard contestants.
(#7 para.4-1st sentence) The “Top Ten” fish off would consist of the top eight anglers at the end of the regular tournament season and the two wildcard contestants.
(#7para. 6)  A wildcard tournament open to all members that did not qualify for the club championship. The top two contestants (total weight) from this wildcard tournament will qualify for the “Top Ten Championship.” Each wildcard contestant must have fished in a minimum of four club tournaments in the current year. The wildcard tournament will be held after the last regular club tournament and there will be no entry fee.

Tournament Rules #4 to stay the same as is, in the newest revised tournament rules

(#4) SCORING: Each tournament result will be determined by total weight of all legal fish less any dead or short fish penalties.

“Guide of the Year” award will include a trophy. Guide of the year will be determined by the

accumulated POINTS of all the non-boaters that fished with the boater while fishing in club

tournaments.
